International Science and Technology Award

The U.S. Department of State, Bureau of Educational and Cultural
Affairs (ECA) is pleased to announce the International Fulbright
Science and Technology Award for outstanding foreign students. The
award is designed to be among the most prestigious international scholarships in science and technology.
The International Fulbright Science and Technology Award is for PhD study at top U.S. institutions in
science, technology, or engineering.

Approximately 40 awards will be competed worldwide for candidates who demonstrate unique aptitude
and innovation in scientific fields.

Fields of Study

Grantees will be enrolled for PhD study at top U.S. universities in the fields of science, technology, or
engineering for academic year 2009-10. Eligible fields include:

Funding and placement of grantees

The Office of Academic Exchange Programs (ECA/A/E) will fund grants for up to three years for this
award. After three years, U.S. universities will be expected to cover the remaining expenses toward
completion of a PhD. Institute of International Education (IIE) will be responsible for placement of all
Fulbright Science and Technology Award recipients. IIE will work closely with the recipients and ECA to
ensure the best placements available for field of study and research interest. Winners of 2009 awards were
placed at leading universities including Harvard, Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT), and
Stanford University.



The fellowship will provide the following benefits:

Tuition

Monthly stipend for up to 36 months

Health and accident coverage as per U.S. Government guidelines
Book and equipment, and professional conference allowances
J-1 visa sponsorship for up to five years

Travel support

Specially tailored enrichment activities

After three years, U.S. universities have agreed to fund the remaining expenses toward completion of
aPh.D.

Eligibility

This is a worldwide program. Applicants must be Norwegian citizens and should apply through the
Norwegian Fulbright Commission in Oslo. Applicants must have completed an undergraduate degree
before August 1, 2010, and be proficient in English with a recent TOEFL score (or equivalent) of 580 or
higher. A GRE General Exam score report is required. A nominee is expected to achieve a quantitative
score of at least 700 (NOTE: a GRE subject exam score report will also be needed for all selected
candidates in the following field of study: biology, biochemistry, cell and molecular biology, chemistry,
computer science, mathematics, and physics).

TOEFL or IELTS, GRE and GRE subject (if applicable) exam results as soon as they are available

Application deadline: April 15, 2009
